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Riddle Me This
Mark 12:35-44
Suggested Questions for Individual 
Study or Group Discussion*
· Do you like riddles? Why or why not?   
· Read Mark 12:35-44. What overarching themes in the Gospel of Mark are present in these verses?
· What is the conundrum posed by Psalm 110, which Jesus quotes, given the scribes’ teachings about the Messiah or Christ? How is it resolved? How does this challenge and expand their understanding?
· What are the scribes doing to illicit Jesus’ rebuke? Why does this deserve more severe judgment or greater condemnation? Where can we see parallels today?
· Of all the people giving financial offerings at the Temple, why does Jesus call attention to the widow? 
· How can Jesus declare that, despite giving so little, the widow gave more than others did? What does this reveal about what the Lord values?
· How is Jesus’ identity revealed and his destiny foreshadowed in these episodes in the Gospel?
· If Jesus observed us as he did the scribes and the widow, to what might he call our attention? Why?
· What do you hear the Lord saying to you through this Scripture? How will you respond? How can your small group or others support and pray for you in this?
For Family Discussion:  Ask: Where does our family’s money come from? Read Mark 12:35-44. Ask: What does Jesus see the poor widow doing? How does this show her love and trust in God? How can we do something similar together this week?
